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Beginning with version 2.3.0, MSC-LIMS' System Configuration screen on the Admin menu includes a new Options tab to support special configuration and customization options for site-specific features and to support future customization/configuration options.  These options are saved in LimsData's MiscellaneousList table with the ListID field set to 'SysCfg.'  A record's Option, Value and Data fields are saved to MiscellaneousList fields ListText, ListNumber and ListMemo, respectively.

Although other purposes may surface, the general design goal of this feature is to allow LimsCode form and report objects to look for specific SysCfg records in OnOpen event procedures to alter a specific form, report, or control property.

The following summary lists the options grouped by category for quick reference.  A detailed list of each option follows the summary.
